· Theodor Seuss Geisel born on March 2, 1904 in Springfield, Massachusetts

· Mother recited rhymes to Ted from her childhood at her father’s bakery

· While attending Dartmouth, became the editor-in-chief of Jack-O-Lantern, the humor magazine and although kicked off, continued to write under the name “Seuss”

· Created advertising campaigns for Standard Oil

· During WWII, wrote political cartoons and animated training videos

· First book, And to Think That I Saw It on Mulberry Street, rejected at least 27 times before published

· Wrote and illustrated 44 books, published in 15 languages

· Earned two Academy awards, two Emmy awards, Peabody award and the Pulitzer Prize
