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Presentation on versions of “Toads and Diamonds”

· Robert Warren, a professor of folklore at Indiana University discovered over 900 versions of this folktale and he published a book studying these variations across the world called The Tale of the Kind and Unkind Girls.
· Charles Perrault is largely recognized as the first to publish this tale in 1697, which he called “The Fairies”. His first manuscript of this tale dates back to 1695. It is the original French version.
· The Talking Eggs by Robert San Souci, published in 1989, is an old American South version of Perrault’s “The Fairies”. It won both the Caldecott Honor Book award and the Coretta Scott King Award.  All the characters displayed in the illustrations in this book are African-American.

· Toads and Diamonds by Robert Bender was published simultaneously in America and Canada in 1995, and was also printed in Hong Kong.
· Toads and Diamonds by Charlotte Huck was published in America in 1996 and also printed in Singapore.
